According to Ev-
ergreen District Contest Rules all quartet and chorus competitors must plan to complete their contest entry no later than
28 days prior to any of the spring division contests, except for guartets entering the Evergreen Spring Prelims (Division
IV/Prelims), where the deadline will be 14 days prior to the contest since the Prelims are governed by the BHS Contest
Rules.

Quartets or choruses wishing to compete out of their division due to extenuating circumstances beyond their control
must seek permission from the District Director of Contest and Judging no later than 30 days prior to the division con-
test they wish to compete in.

New members wishing to compete with multiple choruses at division or district contests must have their dual member-
ship paperwork completed and processed by the Society 30 days prior to the beginning of the contest cycle, which is the
first division contest (February 26, 2009).
