A near record number of quartets (31) and choruses (19) participated in the
2009 Evergreen Fall District Contest was no trick, but a real treat for those at-
tending our fall contest in the picturesque mountain resort of Whistler BC.

Congratulations to the Western Washington Northwest Vocal Project, under
the direction of Neal Booth, and Fast Track, who won the district chorus and
guartet contest respectively! The scores of the NVP were an average score of
83.3 per judge (1490 points). NVP will be competing in the International Cho-
rus Contest in Philadelphia next July. Fast Track amassed an average of 78.1
points per judge (2813 points) in the two day quartet competition.
Social Insecurity (1254 points) was declared the seniors quartet champion and
will represent Evergreen District at the International Seniors Quartet Contest at
the Mid-Winter convention in Tampa come January, 2010. Abbotsford Voices
of Harmony was the Small Chorus Champion and Western Washington North-
west Vocal Project was the Most Improved Chorus.

The Salem Senate-Aires took second place in the chorus competition fol-
lowed closely by the Bellevue Northwest Sound. Quartets West Coast Fusion,
Sincerely Yours, The New Originals, and Ringtones rounded out the top five
guartets in the District Quartet Contest. Seniors Quartets Coeur d’nation and
Chinook Country took second and third place in the District Seniors Quartet
Contest.

REPORT FROM THE BUD LEABO TRUSTEES

The Bud Leabo Memorial Fund (The Fund) was established in 1981 as an
endowment to honor the contributions that Bud had made to barbershop har-
mony. The trustees have adhered to the concept of spending from the growth
of The Fund while trying to keep the donations at the level equal to, or greater
than, the contributions received since the plan inception. When the investment
market suffered severe recession in the last two years the trustees faced the
dilemma of how to maintain the fund principal and yet continue to support bar-
bershop harmony activities in the Evergreen District.

Recognizing that we need to take steps to remain an active force in our
hobby the trustees met in Whistler to review the status and direction of the Bud
Leabo Memorial Fund, in addition to electing a trustee for a 3-year term. The
fund balance, while not at the level that it was prior to the financial turmoil we
are experiencing, has made great strides in returning to a level that the trus-
tees will soon be comfortable in returning to business as normal. Yet, we need
to do more than wait for the financial market to recover. Accordingly the trus-
tees have put in motion the concept of a fund within The Fund. The idea is be-
ing patterned after what Sing Canada has developed. It will allow The Fund to
accept donations for current grants and also accept gifts to the permanent en-
dowment fund. Donations that are designated endowment funds will continue
to be invested where it is envisioned the funds will continue to grow. Income
from those investments will continue to be available for future scholarships and
grants. Undesignated donations that are received will be used for scholarships
and grants as noted above.

The Fund will need to continue to receive monetary gifts from individuals
and chapters for this concept to work. Donations can be directed to The Bud
Leabo Memorial Fund-c/o Dick Solberg, chairman-1819 N. Glenbrook Rd- Lib-
erty Lake, WA 99016. The scholarship application for 2010 will be available
shortly on the evg.org web site. Grant application criteria will be publicized in
the on-line Evergreen District publication soon.

Contest Rules Changes Approved

At the latest meeting of the District Board of Directors two rules changes
were approved and will take effect on January 1, 2010 and for the 2010 con-
test cycle.

Quartets replacing a quartet member between the division and district con-
tests will no longer be required to replace that member with a member in the
same voice part as the person being replaced. This will allow the quartet to
switch voice parts if the replacement happens to sing in a different part than
the person they are replacing.

As a courtesy to all the competitors the use of fragrances from hair spray,
shaving lotion and colognes may not be used by quartet and chorus members
in the dressing rooms, holding rooms and on-stage in competition.

Many barbershoppers have asked me about the steps in becoming a judge
for our BHS contests. Each certified judge has gone through a minimum of
three years training to meet the rigid and high standards expected by the Soci-
ety for our judges.

The search for the next generation of judges begins TODAY. In August
2010, after Certification Category School next summer, interested barbershop-
pers may apply through the District Representative of Contest and Judging
(DRCJ) to be considered for entry in the next three-year judge training cycle. If
you are interested in finding out more about being a judge contact Mike Lanc-
tot, DRCJ, or any of the current Evergreen certified or candidate judges.
