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90-Seconds’ Transition Time

Exciting meetings and growth bring “crowd control” type challenges.  

In order to be flexible and reasonable about how chatting is worked into the meeting program, let’s strike a gentlemen’s agreement to limit transition gab time to @90 seconds.  After @90 seconds, the leader of the next segment will indicate readiness to start by raising a hand. 

During a meeting it is common to sing from chair positions, risers, circled, arced and in a variety of breakouts.  Whenever transitioning from one of these locations to the next, be conscious of the 90-seconds guideline and be ready to focus on the next segment when the leader raises a hand to start.

90 seconds is long enough to exchange a ball score or a social greeting but not long enough to plan or transact any chapter business.
Leaders may close their segments with a reminder of the @90-seconds’ transition time.
