Our organization offers many fun, exciting and enlightening opportunities in addition to locking and ringing great chords.  From our membership we develop emcees, creative performance coaches and a cappella chorus directors.  We promote and support vocal music arts programs for youth both locally and through our national charity, the Harmony Foundation.  Whether for our audiences, upcoming generations of singers or ourselves, we are determined to enrich lives through singing!
This “Take-Home Pack” contains sheet music and a learning CD for three songs from our current repertoire along with a fast song-learning method.  The CD has 15 tracks recorded—3 sets of 5.  Each set of 5 tracks consists of:

1. a balanced mix recording of a given song followed by 

2. tenor predominant,

3. lead predominant,

4. baritone and finally

5. bass.

You have the opportunity to try any or all of the parts and get a real feel for how this style of harmony is put together.  The lead and tenor parts are sung an octave below where they appear in the sheet music.  The tenor part is high like counter-tenor and often sung in falsetto.  Choir or glee club tenors usually make excellent leads or baritones in this style.  So have at it, have fun and see what fits best!
