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Arc Singing
The objective of Arc Singing is individualized audio and/or visual coaching.
Arc Singing is usually done during the second half of warm-up—after stretching, focusing, gentle humming, etc.—when the fuller warm-up singing is done.   
The singers stand side by side in one or more arcs curved more sharply than riser curvature—more toward a semi-circle.  Up to 25 singers do well in a single arc.  In larger groups with more than one arc, leave 10 to 12 feet of space between parallel arcs.
While a Director leads the singing, one or more Audio and/or Visual Coaches move along each arc providing one or two gently encouraging tips to each singer as they go.  Generally, visual coaching goes roughly twice as fast as audio coaching, so for each arc, two audio coaches plus one visual coach will complete an arc at about the same time.  Arc Singing is an excellent way to train prospective coaches and other members by having Watchers and Listeners follow and observe Visual and Audio Coaches as they work an arc.     
Variations on Arc Singing include coaching threesomes abreast and threesomes in triangle.
