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Guest Introducer
Guest Introducer may be a role for the Membership VP or can be a rotating responsibility and add to the participative leadership opportunities.
· Get the list of Guests from the Guest Sign-in Table and be able to match the names with the faces by the meeting start-time.

· Near the start of the meeting when the Program Chair indicates, quickly introduce each Guest by name and location in the room (voice part section or just an observing visitor)

· During the business part of the meeting again on cue from the Program Chair, introduce each Guest a second time and with a sense of fun—for instance:

· “Give us your life-history in 90 seconds—maybe dwelling a bit extra on musical background and what circumstances drew you here tonight.”  Play off whatever they may say.

· “Guests, please stay seated—we’re going to give you the first of prospectively many standing ovations!”
